INFORMATION LETTER REGARDING WATER & SEWER IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM

Dear Applicant(s):

You have requested the enclosed application and information about the Morrow County Water & Sewer Improvement Program.  Funds for the program are possible through a Community Development Block Grant to Morrow County and the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (OEPA) for the purpose of eliminating environmental degradation and pollution to the soils and waters in Morrow County.  These funds may only be used for the repair and/or replacement of existing on-site water/septic systems which do not meet the Morrow County Health District Household Regulations.

You will be required to complete the enclosed application and provide all information as requested in order for us to evaluate your request.  Some important facts to consider:

· You must have legal title to the property

· You must be current with property taxes

· You must meet eligibility requirements for Rural Septic Loan or Water and Sewer Revolving Loan

· You must have the ability to repay the loan * (*unless you qualify for HSTS grant)
· For septic system repair/replacement, you must have an On-Site Inspection completed by the Morrow County Health Department

· The County will hold a mortgage on your property* (*unless you qualify for HSTS grant)
If your loan is approved, you will sign a construction contract with the contractor and give the County permission to oversee construction.  You will sign a Mortgage and Promissory Note with the County and be required to make monthly loan payments.  If you are purchasing your property on land contract, the current owner(s) are also required to sign the Mortgage.

The enclosed information includes a loan application, lists of approved water system contractors and/or septic system installers, and a list of additional information required for your application.  Additionally you will be required to verify your household size, income and ownership of property.

MORROW COUNTY RURAL SEPTIC LOAN PROGRAM:

The purpose of the Rural Hardship Septic Loan program is to provide low-interest loans to eligible property owners for the repair/replacement of existing on-lot disposal septic systems which do not meet the Morrow County Health District Household Sewage Disposal Regulations.  Morrow County received funding for this program from the Ohio Environmental Protection (OEPA).  However, systems using an off-lot disposal  are not eligible.  

MORROW COUNTY WATER & SEWER REVOLVING LOAN PROGRAM:
The Water & Sewer Revolving Loan Fund (W/S RLF) was established in 1983 to provide low-interest loan financing to eligible households for the repair/replacement of existing septic systems and/or water wells, except the cost of tap-in fees.    The W/S RLF was capitalized with Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funding and limited to households earning less than 80% of County median family income.  (Household income is the combined total income from those persons 18 years of age and older, residing in the home.)
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ADDITIONAL INFORMATION REQUIRED FOR APPLICATION:

Completed application with all information and signature(s).

Copy of deed for property.

3.
Copy of most recent tax return and/or W-2 forms. 

4. Verification of all sources of income including, but not limited to: copy of four (4) most recent paycheck stubs, Unemployment, Worker’s Compensation or Veteran benefits, Social Security or retirement benefits, SSI, ADC, GR, etc.

5. Verification of homeowner’s insurance (copy of insurance policy/certificate).

6. You will be required to give at least two, preferably three, written estimates for the work to be done on your property.  Be sure that cost estimates include fees for all Health Department permit(s) and the cost to pump, fill and collapse your old septic tank, and complete a final grade (if applicable).
7. You will be required to bring On-Site Inspection (septic) and plan for construction of septic or well.

NOTE:
Verification of Tax Status will be completed to determine if applicant is current with property   taxes.  Applicants not current with Morrow County property taxes are ineligible for financing.
